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¥ 2Tim3:1(NLT) You should also know this, Timothy, that in the last
days there will be very difficult times.

Yes, | know we can all relate to difficult times, whether they are financial, health,
emotional, physical or spiritual. But we should not be shocked at these things.

¥ 1 Peter 4:12 Beloved, do not think it strange concerning the fiery trial
which is to try you, as though some strange thing happened to you;

¥ 1 Tim 6:9 But those who desire to be rich fall into temptation and a
snare, and into many foolish and harmful lusts which drown men in
destruction and perdition.

Are you planning on leaving town (this earth) without telling anyone?

T Matt 25:24-28 Then he who had received the one talent came and said,
‘Lord, I knew you to be a hard man, reaping where you have not sown,
and gathering where you have not scattered seed. And | was afraid, and
went and hid your talent in the ground. Look, there you have what is
yours." But his lord answered and said to him, "You wicked and lazy
servant, you knew that | reap where | have not sown, and gather where |
have not scattered seed. So you ought to have deposited my money with
the bankers, and at my coming | would have received back my own with
interest. Therefore take the talent from him, and give it to him who has
ten talents.’
