Eccl 11:5

As you do not know what is the way of the wind,
Or how the bones grow in the womb of her who is with child,
So you do not know the works of God who makes everything.

As a parent you can look at your newborn baby and think, “/ used to be that small.”
Even looking at a baby who is just born it’s so hard to phantom that this child grew inside
of a woman, including its hair and it’s bones, along with its skin and eyes and fingernails.

Sure you can murder a baby by aborting it before it’s birth to stop the growing
process, and you can build a shelter so the wind has no effect on you, you can also turn
your back on the Lord and prevent Him from working in your life.
