With tomorrow being Christmas and thinking about all those Christmas movies and TV
shows that we have been watching all month. One of my favorites is “A Charlie Brown
Christmas” and the reason is today’s devotional verses. If you have never seen this
Christmas cartoon before, | would encourage you to watch it, and when you get to about
the middle of the show, today’s scripture is read by a little boy named Linus.

If you know anything about the Peanuts cartoons, then you know that Linus carries
around his blanket everywhere he goes, because it’s his security blanket, and all through
the Peanuts cartoons you see him carrying it. But while Linus is on stage, standing in the
spotlight (literally) reading today’s verse, you will notice that when he gets to the part
where it says” Fear not” Linus drops his blanket and continues to quote the rest of the
verses without blanket in hand. If you think about it, the reason why, is that he is no
longer quoting scripture, but living it, by no longer fearing or needing his security
blanket, because he knows that the Lord is with him.

We think about sharing Jesus with others now, yet we never think about sharing Jesus
with those who are left behind when we are gone to heaven. What you leave here when
we are gone could very well be a witness to those left behind.

T Matthew 24:36-44 But of that day and hour no one knows, not even the angels
of heaven, but My Father only. But as the days of Noah were, so also will the
coming of the Son of Man be. For as in the days before the flood, they were
eating and drinking, marrying and giving in marriage, until the day that Noah
entered the ark, and did not know until the flood came and took them all away,
so also will the coming of the Son of Man be. Then two men will be in the field:
one will be taken and the other left. Two women will be grinding at the mill:
one will be taken and the other left. Watch therefore, for you do not know what
hour your Lord is coming. But know this, that if the master of the house had
known what hour the thief would come, he would have watched and not
allowed his house to be broken into. Therefore you also be ready, for the Son
of Man is coming at an hour you do not expect.

T 2 Peter 3:3-4 knowing this first: that scoffers will come in the last days, walking
according to their own lusts, and saying, ""Where is the promise of His
coming? For since the fathers fell asleep, all things continue as they were from
the beginning of creation."
